BACK TO SOUTH SUDAN!
Pre-Trip Update from Pastor Bolte

The flights to South Sudan have varied over years. Most
of the trips in the past have routed me from the US to
Amsterdam, then to Nairobi, Kenya, to Kampala Uganda,
and then into South Sudan. This time | will fly to Chicago,
then it’s a direct flight to Addis Ababa, Ethiopia (this
is a 14 hour flight from Chicago.) From there, a short
flight into Juba, South Sudan (2 hours). An overnight
is required in Juba, and then the next morning fly into
Yambio, South Sudan (2 hours). The return trip includes
an overnight in Juba to get a Covid test; and then fly
to Ethiopia, then to Washington DC, and finally back to
Phoenix. Please pray all goes well on these fights --- there
is a lot of stress whenever Juba is involved in anything!!
