Text: 1 Samuel 17:2–11, 33–51 

Bible Truth: God gives victory. 

Law/Gospel: On my own against sin, death, and 
the devil, I would perish. Jesus fights triumphantly 
for me against my adversaries of sin, death, and 

the devil. His victory is my victory.

HOW TO LISTEN TO A SERMON
PAY ATTENTION TO THE LAW OF GOD!

The Law of God will expose your sin and lead 
you to confession.  It is not pleasant nor easy 
to hear — but you need to hear  it and believe 

it! The Law of God convicts you of sin and 
exposes your pride, rebellion, disobedience 
and immorality.  Let the Law of God work in 
your heart, turn from your sin, and confess 

it to God. Then believe that the Lord 
forgives you in His Son Jesus Christ!   

This entire process is called “repentance”.
