The sermon is based on Holy Scripture;  
make sure you can identify the Biblical support 
for what is being preached.   Biblically literacy

is a key aspect of your life in Christ.  Use 
the sermon as a time to grow in your 

understanding of the Word of God;   learn 
your way around Scriptures, and identify the 
Biblical support for the theme of the sermon!   

It is helpful to  take the Scriptures home 
with you to review; and even fi nd a verse 

or two to memorize!
